By 1968 popularity of 
the automobile road trip brought a decline in train 
travel and the railway stopped its service to the Can-
yon. In 1989, the Grand Canyon Railway was restored 
to its former glory. Today, along with the renovated 
Fray Marcus Hotel at the depot, the train is a major 
tourist attraction and a significant contributor to Wil-
liams’ economy.

The train also boosts tourism with entertaining “spin-
offs,” including a classic troupe of Old West charac-
ters who stage a train robbery on the return trip from 
the Canyon and perform a gunfight in the streets of 
Williams on summer evenings. During the holiday 
season, the Grand Canyon Railway offers a special 
journey on The Polar Express.

As a tourism hub, the town of Williams has a conta-
gious energy that keeps the area alive with enthusi-
asm and excitement every day of the year.
